Teams and Fees

Teams:

Team is to consist of a of eight (8) players with 2 reserves if required(only 8 player
per round to play). Players can be anyone from anywhere. Beginners, juniors over the
age of 10 years along with members and guest are encouraged to play.

All players must be financial members of Bomaderry Bowling Club. (Social
membership One (1) year $10.00 prior to the commencement of the competition.

Costs:

Team entry fee is $20.00 per player to be paid with lodgement of entry form together
with evidence of membership of the club. (Membership number).

Rounds: Full Golf Members of Nowra Golf Club: $5.00; Social and other category
members $10.00.

Competition

Details:

1%t 8 weeks — Sunday 18th October 2020 to Saturday 6nd December 2020. Christmas
break than re-commence 2" 8 weeks Sunday 17" January 2021 to Saturday 7th
March 21. This will be followed by a Presentation Dinner in April 2021.

The competition will consist of nine (9) hole Single Stableford competition alternating
weekly from the front 9 holes to the back 9 holes. The competition rounds can be
played from Sunday to Friday each week in conjunction with any other competition
where Single Stableford can be scored. All players will use the yellow social tee
markers.

At the end of the first 8 weeks, the competition will be split into two divisions
(subject to sufficient team numbers) for the second 8 weeks.

Note: This applies to both halves of the competition.
Catch Up Rounds:

Team members will be allowed to make up catch rounds or play rounds in advance.
Players playing a catchup round will not be eligible for weekly prizes.



Replacement Players

Replacement of a nominated player after commencement of the competition will only
be permitted if that player: (a) suffers an illness or injury that prevent the player for
playing for at least four (4) weeks; (b) is transferred in employment, or moves from
the district; (c) passes away or (d) if the Competition Administrator approves. Any
player replaced cannot be re-entered without consent of the Administrator.

Handicapping:

All players with an official GA Handicap will use handicap based upon the slope
rating of Men 121, Women 125. Players with no official handicap will use either their
previous handicap if they played previously in the twilight competition.

New players will be handicap after the first card (stroke only) and allocated a
handicap subject to review weekly.

A handicap review will be done following the completion of each as follows:

Points Scored Handicap Adjustment

=/> 19 points Loss of 0.6 per stroke

16 — 18 points No change

15 - 10 points 1 shot back each week
9 or less 2 shot back

Prizes:

Weekly prizes — Club Voucher: Winner & Runner Up
Weekly Ball run down: Up to 10% of the total field with a maximum of 6 balls
